No fines are accruing while the 

library is closed. Book drops are open, but we prefer that you hold on to your items until the library reopens. 

 The library places the highest value on providing a safe and healthy environment for all patrons 

and staff. The library cares deeply about the residents of the communities they serve, especially 

seniors, people with underlying conditions, and others who are at greater risk.  

 These measures are taken out of an abundance of caution, as the Illinois Department of Public 

Health is now reporting 288 confirmed cases of Coronavirus in Illinois.
