The Village is currently not allowing the planting of Callery pear (Pyrus calleryana) trees in parkways/parks.
Callery pears have invasive traits that enable it to spread aggressively. This tree is under observation and
may be listed on official invasive species lists in the near future. Review of risks should be undertaken before
selecting this tree for planting sites. The various cultivars of this species are more commonly available than
the species itself. Callery pear has a weak wood and branch structure and is susceptible to ice storm damage.
